He is compiler of A History of Chinese Thought, The History of China's Confucian Thought, and
Traditional Chinese Culture, and author of Confucianism, Neo-Confucianism, Real Learning, and New Learning,
and Gu Yanwu. He is also editor-in-chief of the magazine Chinese Culture.
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
