Americans tend to require more personal space than in
other cultures. So if you try to get too close to an American during your conversationJ] he or she will feel that you
are "in their face" and will try to back away. Try to be aware of this[J so if the person to whom you are speaking
backs away a little(] dont try to close the gap.[] [ Alsol] try to avoid physical contact while you are speaking]
since this may also lead to discomfort. Touching is a bit too intimate for casual acquaintances. So dont put your
arm around their shoulder touch their face[J or hold their hand. Shaking hands when you initially meet or part
is acceptabled but this is only momentary.
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
