前言

　　《新概念英语》（New Concept English）是享誉全球的英语学习宝典，是英语学习者的首选教材
。
《新概念英语》的学习是一个循序渐进的过程，它以其严密的体系性、严谨的科学性、精湛的实用性
和浓郁的趣味性深受英语学习者的青睐。
　　《新概念英语》第一册从最基础的单词、句型教起，从拼写到发音，无所不包。
它的内容看似简单，其实已经把大部分的场景对话和口语基本句型都包括了。
《新概念英语》第一册的单词表列出的879个词汇全部是日常用语中出现频率最高的词汇，冉加上对话
练习中教师补充的1000个左右的词汇，词汇量在1800个左右，相当于初中三年级和高中第一学期的词
汇水平。
只要掌握这1800个常用词，就足可以用它们来描述这个世界了。
　　近年来，出于考试和工作的需要，英语学习者对核心单词的学习又提出了更新的更高的要求。
他们不仅想提高自己的单词认知能力，更希望提高自己对单词的综合运用能力。
认识了单词但还是不会说不会用，成为困扰许多初级英语学习者的首要问题。
同学们普遍反映，一般词典太浩瀚无边，词表式的词汇学习辅导书趣味性差，学起来事倍功半。
根据《新概念英语》第一册学习者的特点和需要，我们精心编写了这本幽默与知识结合、实用与风趣
并进的与众不同的词汇书。
作者深入浅出的讲解和活灵活现的例句，使这些看似枯燥的单词充满了生命力和趣味性，学习者可以

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内容概要

本书共由五部分组成：词汇热身、构词妙招、词汇运用、学生脱口秀和白领脱口秀。
每部分都凝聚了作者对英语的挚爱和深刻的理解，涵盖了当今社会各个领域中最基本的英语表达方式
和最简洁的词汇运用。
这绝不是一本需要痛苦背诵的词汇书，而是一本可以让学习者在快乐阅读中自然而然地学习词汇，并
最终让这些词汇在头脑中落地生根的词汇书。
    “词汇热身”列出了每一课必须掌握的单词并配有音标注释；“构词妙招”简要说明了这些词汇最
常见和最基本的构词特点，用以提高学习者对英语词汇的感受性；“词汇运用”也是本书的亮点之一
，通过对学习者易混淆的词，尤其是因母语的干扰而导致的错误用法（比如glass和cup的用法）作出澄
清和比、较，提高学习者对这类错误的重视程度；“学生脱口秀”和“白领脱口秀”都是第一册核心
词汇的顶级表达，情景性极强，通过针对准备参加考试和想提高词汇量的学习者分别加以拓展和发挥
，使学习者领略英语词汇的趣味性和多样性。
丰富多彩的例句、严格筛选的表达、幽默地道的语句涉及生活中的各个主题。
只要学习者能够熟记例句、比较不同情景并且反复琢磨，就一定能够达到灵活运用英语词汇的目标。
    需要说明的是，本书中的单词是根据《新概念英语》第一册中的课文顺序编排的。
原书中没有涉及单词学习的课文就被酌情省去了，而涉及单词较少的课文则进行了合并。
